RESOLUTION PROJECT OF THE
International scientific-practical workshop

“FOOD SAFETY”

October 17-18, 2006

National Agricultural University, Kyiv
FAO, Ministry of Agricultural Policy of Ukraine and Ukrainian Laboratory of Quality and Safety of Agricultural Products (NAUU) held scientific-practical workshop “Food Safety” on  October 17-18, 2006. After all the reports have been presented and all the discussions, concerning legislative provision, infrastructure availability and provision and other questions on food quality and safety, have been held, the Resolution Committee ,according to the workshop results, proposes to include the following items:

1. Suggest to establish Agency of food and agricultural raw materials quality and safety; prepare proposals to improve existing infrastructure concerning food quality and safety, namely: give proposals on the agency, which will be responsible for issues of the food legislation as the main and priority task; on development of the respective infrastructure; on providing an adequate information exchange in Ukraine and with respective international organizations.

2. Support in different ways the recognition of NAUU in the European System of the Laboratory Accreditation.

3. To support Governmental program of Rural Development Program; direct efforts on support of the rural (farm) households by  improving cooperation of the respective profile associations( unions) with the educational-research and advisory organizations.

4. Improve existing system of plant protection preparations’ registration, and to determine, in a separate point, implementation of the post- registration monitoring system.

5. Support development of the fundamental research work in branches, which are connected with the separate parts of the nutrition chain.

6. Recommend to reinforce provision of the laboratories, which work on issues, connected with control and inspection of the food products and raw materials and work out of control methods for quality and safety indicators.
7. To inform responsible bodies about the necessity to intensify the adoption of legislation concerning GMO bio safety.

8. Improve informatisation about complex food additives; determine the list of the registered BAA (Biologically Active Additives). Adopt the European list of the BAA.

9. Determine accurate criteria for producers of the organic products.
